【HP-5000 : transdermal, pain relief and anti-inflammatory patch
(generic name : Diclofenac Sodium)】

・・・Phase II clinical trial in the U.S. for patients with Osteoarthritis of the knee has 
been completed in November, 2019. The study results suggested the investigational 
product was efficacious in the primary endpoint. In addition, no adverse reactions were 
observed that could cause major concerns in development.

Trans DermaSal® Technology
